DEVETOPMENT AUTHORITY REPRESENTATIVE ED DUSKIN GAVE A HISTORY OF PREVIOUS PROPOSATS FOR
SOTAR ENERGY PROJECTS IN TERRELL COUNW. THE DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY MET ON JANUARY 30, 2018
AND APPROVED A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDTNG (MOU) EXECUTED By SR TERRELL, LLC (STLICON

RANCH) FOR CONSTRUCTTON OF A SOTAR ENERGY PRODUCTTON FACttIry IN THE COUNTY. MATT KISBER,
PRESIDENT OF SILICON RANCH GAVE BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON THE COMPANY. MR. DUSKIN ON
BEHALF OF THE DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY ASKED THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS TO APPROVE THE MOU
WHICH HAD BEEN REVISED FROM AN ORIGINAT PROPOSAL SUBMITTED FOR CONSIDERATION ATAN
EARLIER TIME. CHAIRMAN GAMBTE WENT OVER HIGHTIGHTS OF THE MEMORANDUM AND THE CHANGES
THAT HAD BEEN REqUESTED FROM THE BOARD OF COMMTSSIONERS. HE ALSO NOTED THAT SHELL OlL

LAND PURCHASED. THE DEVELOPMENT AUTHORTW SHALL OWN THE PERSONAL PROPERTY. THE PERSONAL
PROPERW lS UNDER A TAX SAVTNGS INCENTIVE OF FIFTY PERCENT (sO%) OF THE VArUE OF THE TAXES ON
PERSONAL PROPERW FOR A PERIOD OF TWENW-F|VE (25) YEARS AND STLICON RANCH SHAI MAKE ptLOT

PAYMENTS (PAYMENTS IN ttEU OF TAXES) FOR EACH YEAR OF THE TERM. COMMISSTONER WEBB OF
DISTRICT 3 ASKED THAT THE RECORDS BE NOTED THAT HE STATES SOTAR ENERGY WILL GO UNDER IN THE
YEARS TO COME. LUCIUS HOTLOWAY MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT THE RECOMMENDATION OF THE
