COUNTY ATTORNEY JIMMY SKIPPER SAID THE CONTRACT WITH CRISP COUNTYWASTE AUTHORITY IS NORMATTY FOR TWENTY-FIVE (25) YEARS WITH MOST COUNTIES. CHATRMANGAMBTE STATED THERE MAY BE A WAY TO CHANGE HOW TERRELT HANDTES THE RECYCTING OFGARBAGE AND THEREFORE PAY A MUCH IESS RATE. ATTORNEY SKIPPER EXPTAINED HOW THE CRTSPCOUNTY WASTE AUTHORTTY WORKS. HE WILL I-OOK INTO THE AGREEMENT WITH CRISP WASTEAUTHORITY AND SEND MORE INFORMATION TO THE BOARD.
